This summer I was able to join St. Louis Science Center staff 

on a trek to eastern Montana to experience life as a 
paleontologist!  During the week I was able to prospect for 

fossils of both dinosaurs and other animals of the Late 
Cretaceous; excavate and collect actual dinosaur fossils; enjoy 

discussions with real paleontologists and geologists; participate 
in fun dinosaur activities; and experience ranch life in the 

American West.  It was a blast! 
Most of my time was spent learning how to identify fossils in 

the field, exploring the geology of the area and what the area 
looked like when the dinosaurs ruled the Earth.  My favorite 

things were prospecting and excavating dinosaur fossils.
